Tell the respondent that he/she is free to refuse to answer them if he/she feel offended by them
	Q 203 seeks to know whether the respondent has ever had sexual intercourse.  If no, record 2 and go to Q 213.


	Section 400: Knowledge of Sexually Transmitted Infections (STIs) Including HIV/AIDS
	This section solicits information about respondents’ knowledge and experience about sexually transmitted infections including HIV/AIDS.

	401 and 402 ask whether the respondent has ever heard of any diseases that could be transmitted through sexual activity and if the answer is ‘yes’, these should be mentioned in 402.  Remember this is spontaneous knowledge and thus the interviewer should circle only those diseases mentioned by the respondent. If the answer to 401 is ‘no’, the interviewer skips to Q403.
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
